Plot Devices/Conflicts – One week identify examples of plot devices: foreshadowing, flashback, in medias res, suspense. Another week identify a conflict and how is it developed (person v person, person v nature, person v society, person v self)
Theme – Beginning in Week 3, identify a theme (central idea or message) expressed and/or developed in the reading. Follow that theme through the book.
